Therefore | stand firm in the Lord and in the strength of His power
having put on the full armor of God and | am constant in prayer.
| have been strengthened with might by His Spirit in the inner man;
and Christ dwells in my heart by faith; and | am rooted and grounded in love,

and | am able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth and length and depth and height,
and to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge, and | am filled with all the fullness of God.

Now to Him who is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that | ask or think,
according to the power that works in me,
